DATABASE 1 - URBARIUM. XLS

NOTE: For simplicity, all character fields have been capitalized. At the time that I did this, no umlauts were used. Mosel could also be Moesel. If umlauts are used, it may require widening of some fields. The program used is Microsoft Excel.

DATABASE 1: URBARIUM.XLS (1575 rows (individuals) and 6 columns or fields).

   COLUMN 1: Lastname. There are 120 persons with no last name. Their last names are recorded as "---" (three dashes). I did not want the column to be left blank. Sometimes, individuals without a last name are shown as the son of a father who also has no last name, i.e.; Record # 1 starts with Oberloschin and records Petter as the son of Steffan. Only Petter is reflected in this database.

   COLUMN 2: Firstname. There are 253 persons whose first name is not given. As with Lastname, their first names are recorded as "---". 242 of these individuals are in Amt Rieg.

   COLUMN 3: Bes = Besitzer (Owner)

      Categories: B = Full Besitzer or Owner.

                  B2 = Half Owner 

                  B3 = One third or less owner

                  U = Untersasse or Keuschler (Tenant or retired, etc.)

                  A = Andere (others). There are 87 individuals who are uncategorized and all are in the Stadt Gottschee.

   COLUMN 4: Amt (Office, Jurisdiction?)

      Categories: S = Stadt Gottschee

                  R = Rieg

                  G = All other Gottschee

   COLUMN 5:  Num = Village Number. The number of the village matches the number or the village (Num) in the VILLAGE.XLS Database. The record order of the villages in the database mostly matches the Gottscheer Zeitung order starting with # 101 Oberloschin. Windischdorf is not in the exact order.

   COLUMN 6: Urbarium = Village Name. Same as in VILLAGE.XLS. Normally, this would be left out since it is redundant but I have put it back in as it may be easier to work with.

  Column 5 is a numerical field, the others are Character fields.

   Source for the Stadt and other Gottschee except Rieg: Gottscheer Zeitung from Aug 1974 to June 1980 (I did not copy it from the original except for Rieg). There is a Zusammenfassung (Summary) in the Gottscheer Zeitung of  Jul 1980.

   Source for Amt Rieg: Das Urbarium der Herrschaft  Gottschee vom Jahre 1574 by Prof. Peter Wolsegger.

DATABASE 2: URBAR2.XLS: This is the same as URBARIUM.XLS except that it is alphabetically indexed on Lastname + First name. As a result, the 120 individuals who had no last name appear first followed by the regular names starting with Achacz, Agnitsch, etc.

DATABASE 3: VILLAGE.XLS (183 rows or Villages and 10 columns or fields). The record order follows the alphabetical order of the German spelling in Column 3. Only 129 of the 183 villages were listed in the Urbarium but all of the Gottscheer villages are listed in this database.

  COLUMN 1: Num = Village number- same as URBARIUM.XLS

  COLUMN 2: Urbarium = Village name per the Urbarium - same as the Village name per the Urbarium in URBARIUM.XLS

  COLUMN 3: German = The village name in German

  COLUMN 4: Gottscheer = The village name in Gottscheerberish.

  COLUMN 5: Slovenian = The village name in Slovenian

  COLUMN 6: Township = Gemeinde (a political division) in which the town was included (Not necessarily the same as Parish).

  COLUMN 7: Parish = The name of the Parish in which the town was last included (Not necessarily the same as Township).

  COLUMN 8: Huben1574 = The number of Huben (hides) per the Urbarium. Stadt Gottschee does not show the huben. Verdreng and Verderb are combined.

  COLUMN 9: Owners1574 = The number of owners per the Urbarium. This totals to 1575 persons, the same as the total in URBARIUM.XLS

  COLUMN 10: Houses1574 = The number of houses per the Urbarium.

  If a town was not in the Urbarium, Columns 8, 9 and 10 are left blank.

  Columns 1, 8, 9 and 10 are numeric fields, the rest are character fields.

  The principal source for the village names besides the Urbarium was Das Jahrhundertbuch der Gottscheer by Erich Petschauer and the Krajevni Leksikon of 1966 (for Slovenian spellings)

  I have more information on the villages including later Census reports from 1770 to 1966 and later and even the sea levels of the villages. I have only sent statistics from the 1574 Urbarium.

DATABASE 4: LASTNAME.XLS (544 Rows or Names and 4 columns or fields. The record order is alphabetical based on the last names in the Urbarium.

  COLUMN 1: Famnam1574: The last or family name per the 1574 Urbarium. Exactly as spelled.

  COLUMN 2: No1574: The number of families bearing the family name. The numbers total 1575, the same as the totals in URBARIUM.XLS.

  COLUMN 3: Famnam1941: Family Names per the Umsiedlung list of 1941. The names shown are the closest equivalent to the Urbarium names. If there is any doubt, a question mark follows the name. There is repetition since the Urbarium often has more than one spelling.

  COLUMN 4: No1941: The number of individuals bearing the family name in 1941. This does not include the maiden names of married females.

TEXT FILE: URBARIUM.DOC- A simple text file of URBARIUM.XLS that takes all the fields from the database and lays it out with the fields with "  " around them and commas separating the fields. It may be of use. There are better reports that can be made but they are not so simple to do. It is easily printed out.
