Martha (Marty) Erts Laford Memories 
Includes Carol Studer memories (some of which are in Ancestry, but not here).

She thinks she was about 19 when they moved to High Falls. (~1945, when Pat was 10 and Kathy was 7.)
Louise Meyer did not serve overseas.
Martha Meyer moved to Kingston a few years after Louise. She and Fred did not have children. Marty does live in Martha's house. The house has always been a duplex. Marty lives in one half, and the other half is two apartments. Her granddaughter, Jocelyn, lives in one (daughter of Nancy). Another woman lives in the second apartment. 
Marty's kids were born in 1950, 53, and 55. She has 5 grandchildren. Her son, Larry, lives in CT and her daughters, Barbara and Nancy, in the Kingston area. Nancy, who is only about 66, has severe COPD and is oxygen dependent and mostly housebound.
Dr. Joseph Meyer was an ENT who invented something and won an award. There was a plaque about him on the wall of St. Catherine's in Brooklyn. 
Marion drew a family tree and sent a pic to Marty, which Marty no longer has. I'll ask Maureen if she has a copy. 
Marty and Fran tossed all the old photos when their parents died, never dreaming anyone would be interested... But she does have wedding pictures. She will ask her granddaughter to help send them to me. 
Marty never had a driver's license. (Kathy VDL remembers her mom and dad talking about a long period of time after her kids were born when Marty had what we now call Agoraphobia (fear of the marketplace). She would have panic attacks and Lew had to do everything so she wouldn’t have to leave the house. Probably got better over time with meds and a very patient husband.)

Possibly Uncle Allie got all of them into investing in stocks. He may have had something to do with the stock market. He was very into the stock market.  Louise had stocks that were passed onto Fran and Marty after Frank died. 

   Louise had a stroke and died about a week later. 

   Louise and Frank moved out to California where Aunt Mar and Uncle Fred were living, before Marty was born. Marty was born in California (01/22/1926). Louise was petrified of the earthquakes, which is why they moved back to New York. I am not sure how long they lived in California.  

   After Josie died, Michael married the housekeeper and Marion came to live with Louise, Frank, Mary, and Fran. (Maureen says Aunt Lou was Marion’s fav and Uncle Frank was supposedly a great guy.)
   We know that Uncle Walter owned a jewelry store and Marty remembers going there as a child with Louise.  Fran told Carol that Harold got Fran’s engagement ring from Uncle Walter.
