Notes from visit with Barbara Erwin
Barbara was one year younger than her brother, Grant II.

Her Aunt Josephine Erwin was a schoolteacher, smart, with red hair, never married, no kids

James Boynton Erwin Sr, married to Edith West. Attorney, first patent (lawyer?) in Milwaukee. Firm called Erwin, Wheeler, and Wordock.

Grant II left U of WI in senior year, 1940, to join Canadian Air Force. Transferred to USAF in 1942. Shot down Dec. 43. Liberated May 4, 1945.

Her dad (Grant Erwin I) was arthritic. He was an ad writer for a big company (Mitchell Ad Agency) in Milwaukee. They lived in Wauwautosa, WI. 

Her mom was Helen Armstrong from Chicago. 

Barbara went to Stout Institute and studied Home Economics, in Beaver Dam WI.

Joe Stangl was her 1st husband.

Arbremont, with its 36 rooms, was built in the 1920s by Mrs. Delos A. Blodgett for her daughter, Helen Blodgett Erwin. Now Hillwood Estate. 
April 1, 1921:

Blodgett – Erwin. Miss Helen Peck Blodgett, daughter of Mrs Delos A. Blodgett of Grand Rapids Mich and Washington, to Capt Henry Parsons Erwin formerly of Chicago but now a resident of Washington. Captain Erwin has recently resigned from the service to go into business. In 1955, Mrs. Post purchased Arbremont, home of the late Col. Henry Parsons Erwin (1881-1953), then still occupied by his widow. Arbremont, a handsome Georgian Revival mansion on 25 acres adjoining Rock Creek Park, was designed in 1925 by John Deibert. Arbremont had been a gift from Erwin's mother-in-law, Daisy Peck Blodgett, who in 1893 had married a 68-year old Michigan lumber baron named Delos A. Blodgett (1825-1908). After her husband's death the widow Blodgett moved to Washington with her husband's late life daughter, the future Mrs. Erwin. Arbremont, unfortunately, was a tear-down, replaced by a new house which, as far as I can tell, preserved only a few sections of the original exterior walls.
Henry graduated U Mich in 1904.

From Helen:
I'm not sure Henry Parsons Erwin is related to us, or if he is, it might be rather far back. His father (b. 1852) was called Orlando Erwin (as was his brother, b. about 1892),but he doesn't seem to be the same Orlando Erwin as the one Dad used to talk about (who was called Jack in the family and was Dad's father's brother, b. 1880). James Boynton Erwin, Dad's grandfather, also had a brother called Orlando R. Erwin, but he doesn't seem to be Henry Parsons Erwin's father. JBE's brother was married to Harriett Soule, while Henry Parsons Erwin's mother was called Mary Elizabeth (Parsons) Erwin.
